Addendum for Contracts

Requirements for Contractors Doing Business With 

Greater New York Corporation of Seventh-day Adventists

Insurance

The contractor shall provide the Owner with a Certificate of Insurance naming the “The Greater New York Corporation of Seventh-day Adventists and related entities, as additionally insured.” (Note: address below)
Site Safety/Report of Accidents
If in New York City, Contractor shall be in compliance with NYC Local Law 196 of 2017 regarding Site Safety Training Requirements as well as all other applicable laws. 


The contractor shall promptly report to the Owner and the Owner’s Representative, in writing, any accidents or injuries occurring on or off the Project Site that arise out of or relate to the Contractor’s Work; and in no event later than twenty-four hours after such accident or injury occurs. In addition, Contractor shall also immediately give notice by telephone or messenger of any accident or incident resulting in death or serious personnel injury or property damage. Such report shall include all known details of the circumstances, the nature and extent of the injuries or property damage, the names of all witnesses and other persons who may have knowledge of the circumstances of the accident or incident, and such other details as the Owner, Owner’s Representative, or Owner’s insurers shall require.


Contractor’s Responsibility in Emergencies
(a) In the event of an emergency threatening life, health or property, the Contractor shall immediately take such action as may be reasonable and necessary under the circumstances to save lives and protect persons from injury and, this being done, to protect and preserve property.
(b) The Contractor shall notify the Owner and the Owner’s Representative of any such emergency immediately, by telephone or messenger, or if this is not possible, as promptly as is practicable under the circumstances.
Contractor's Responsibility for Violations
(a) In the event a job site or work related violation is issued the Contractor shall take such action as may be necessary to correct the problem and have the violation removed.

(b) The Contractor shall notify the Owner and the Owner's Representative of the violation, hearing date and steps being taken to have it resolved. He shall also provide copies of notice of all hearing dates, adjournment dates, Notice of Appearance, Certificate of Compliance documents (application, Disapproval, Approval) and any related documents.

(c) Final payment will not be made until all violations are resolved.

Sub-contractors

Owner shall be notified of any planned use of sub-contractors. Owner reserves the right to reject sub-contractors for cause. All requirements for contractors apply to sub-contractors. 

Work Hours
No work shall be done after 3 p.m. on Friday or at any time on Saturday.

Permits/Owner's Agent
All permit applications shall be reviewed by the Corporation prior to filing. They should be signed by a Corporation officer unless a specific written exemption is given. 

Contractors and sub-contractors may sign a document as "Owner's Agent" only with specific written authorization.

Payments
With each application for payment, Contractor shall submit an affidavit setting forth a list of all open claims that have been asserted by third parties against Contractor and/or Owner with regard to the Project or to the work.
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
