Policy for Church/School Building and Renovation Projects
There are four levels of projects:

1. No corporation approval needed.

2. Approval by Corporation administration

3. Approval by Conference/Corporation Building Committee

4. Approval by the Corporation Board

General Requirements:

If a permit is required or any document such as a contract needs to be signed, the Corporation secretary must be contacted. The local pastor/principal, elder, treasurer, building committee chair, etc. are not officers of the Greater New York Corporation of Seventh-day Adventists, the legal owner of the property so cannot sign official documents affecting the property.

It is always a good practice to contact the Corporation Secretary as to what approvals, permits, etc. are needed.


All contracts must be reviewed by the Corporation.

Projects that do not require Corporation approval:


Repainting, using volunteers, unless a permit is required by the locality.

Renovations that do not change the room size, the use of the space, etc. if using volunteers and a permit is not required.

Minor landscaping using volunteers where no permit is required.

Projects that require Corporation administrative approval


Any project that requires a permit
Any project for which a contractor, engineer, architect, etc. is hired
Projects that require Conference/Corporation Building Committee approval


Any project of more than $100,000
Any project that will change the face of the facility

Any project that will change the floor plan

Projects that require Corporation Board approval

Any project that requires a loan


Any project of more than $300,000
Note: Only projects that have followed policy will be considered for financial assistance.
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
